EXPECTATIONS OF DISTRICT COUNCILORS

The Illinois Chapter is divided into six Chapter Districts in Illinois that geographically represent the 1,000 ACC Fellows in Illinois. The number of Councilors allotted to each Chapter District is based on the number of Fellows in the District. Councilors are elected by Fellows in each District for a two year term and Councilors can be elected to a second two year term. Council meetings are held quarterly. The Councilor represents the Chapter at the local level and assists District members with everyday problems and concerns.

1)
Councilors are expected to attend quarterly meetings of the Board of Councilors or assure representation at the meetings by a designated Alternate.

2)
Councilors are expected to attend the Chapter Annual Meeting and the Chapter Spring Symposium, and they should encourage Chapter members in their District to attend these meetings. Councilors should, whenever possible, attend meetings of Chapter Committees.

3)
Upon assuming office, Councilors should regularly communicate with Alternate Councilors to discuss current or planned Chapter activities, and should obtain their thoughts and comments on Chapter activities that can be conveyed to the Chapter President and Board of Councilors. 

4)
Councilors should serve as a personal communications medium with members and colleagues in their District by discussing current issues and concerns with them. Councilors should encourage immediate responses to urgent national and state legislative issues upon alerts and notices from ACC and the Chapter. 

5)
Councilors should, whenever possible, contact state and national legislators to impart and to enlist support for the ACC’s and the Chapter’s position on legislation affecting cardiology practice.

6)
Councilors should be prepared to accept invitations to represent the Chapter on outside agencies at the state and national level when called upon and, in particular, should actively serve on one or more Chapter Committees.

7))
Councilors should serve as a Key Contact in their Chapter Districts and assist members in    contacting legislators and responding to Chapter legislative alerts. They should enlist support for state legislative issues affecting cardiovascular practices.
